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funds.   
    Several parish families 
also helped with funding.   
    As it turned out, the 
whole project was done 
without cost to the 
recipient family! 
    After investigating 
options, we settled on a 
quality, lightly used unit, 
one that had been installed 
at an Edmonton home and 
was made available to us.  
 

Two work bees to do 
the work  
Two work bees were 
held.   
    The first involved 
preparing the site one 
week before transferring 
the unit. 
   Several men brought 
cement bags, rebar and 
wood for framing, and 
patio blocks.    
    They prepared the 
ground for a cement pad, 
which was poured and 
allowed to set. 
    The ground was later 
prepared to take patio 
blocks leading to the lift.   
    An outdoor ground 
fault type electrical box 
was installed to provide 
power to the lift, and a 
portion of the existing 
wooden deck railing was 
converted into a gate 

(where the lift would take 
its passenger). 
    The second work bee, 
on ‘transfer day,’ involved 
disassembling the lift 
components, removing the 
lift from its original site, 
and loading the parts onto 
a truck.   
    These were unloaded at 
the new site and installed 
on the new cement pad.  
The lift was adjusted, 
lubricated and declared 
ready for service.  
    Many thanks to those 
who shared their time, 
talents and treasures for 
this project.    
    Together, we do make a 
difference!
